Declaration of Lumbini
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We express hearty gratitude to all national and international scholars,
experts, researchers, and participants, who participated in the seminar
on the relevance of Buddhist education in addressing globally prevalent
issues and finding solutions.
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Given the resolution of political systems and various conflicts, we urge
the United Nations to declare the birthplace of Buddha, Nepal, as a
Zone of Peace.
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We call upon the Nepalese government to collaborate in declaring
Lumbini, the birthplace of Buddha, as the fountain for the promotion of
Buddhist philosophy and meditation practices.
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We request relevant authorities to include Buddhist education in
educational curricula at all levels, emphasizing research and
prioritizing studies.
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Given the global prevalence of environmental imbalances, economic
crises, interpersonal conflicts, crimes, and mental health challenges,
and recognizing the necessity to build societies based on morality,
mindfulness, and wisdom, we stress the global integration of Buddhist
education into education and research efforts, urging the entire
international community to participate.
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We appeal to national and international communities to join efforts in
preserving Buddhist culture, heritage, art, and literature in Nepal and in
integrating the all Buddhist tradition into the foundation of education.
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In line with the aspirations of the First World Buddhist Summit of
1998, we are committed to elevating Lumbini to an international center
for the study and research of Buddhist philosophy by advancing
Lumbini Buddhist University to the status of an international institution
with the support and cooperation of the international community.
